5) Ask God to show you why the word(s) or event(s) evoked such feelings within the
context of your present life circumstances? Sit quietly with God for several minutes.

Journeying Together—20 minutes

1) With those at your table, talk about:

a) Your experience of meditative prayer (good, bad, challenges, etc.); and

b) What you believe God showed you.

2) When another is talking, feel free to ask clarifying questions of the one talking;
however, avoid the temptation to interpret the experience for the other person.

3) Ensure time is given for each person to tell of their experience.
