1) Why is this story at this place in the Bible? 

This story has absorbed the imagination of the people of God and plunged generation 
after generation of us into facing and dealing with the fundamental mystery that is God: there 
is so much here that we cannot comprehend, so much that violates our pious sensibility, so 
much that refuses to conform to our expectations.  How can God command a murder?  And 
not just a murder in general [like in other parts of the Old Testament], but the murder of a 
beloved son?  How can God go back on the miracle-promise fulfilled in the birth of Isaac?  
How can God, who our parents and pastors have taught us loves us from eternity, command 
this cold-blooded cruelty?  How can God, who Jesus tells us has such a tender heart that he 
is moved by the death of sparrows, command a father to kill his son, without so much as a 
hint of explanation? 

We can’t handle this...It is too terrible to admit into our consciousness…We hire 
theologians and pastors to abstract the story into a principle or dogma or lessons that will 
insulate us from the offending details.  But there is no getting around it: The binding of Isaac 
on Mount Moriah, the knife poised at Isaac’s throat, is not only the defining event in the way 
of Abraham, but the “midpoint of Genesis…the paradigmic narrative of the entire book.”  
There it stands: a huge, impassible boulder blocking the way. 

Why did our ancestors place this story so imperiously on the very threshold of the Way?  
Didn’t they know that many of us coming on this story so early on, offended and outraged, 
would just shut the book and go shopping for something or someone more benign to guide 
us in our spiritual quest, like, say, the Buddha?1

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d) Book definition: Faith is trust based on tested evidence… 
 
5) How Does Faith Play Out in Abraham’s Life? 

a) More than a book definition! 
Faith is a trusting, obedient life on the road, the way.  Faith is a resolute “Yes” to the 

promises and commands of the living God, God as present.  And faith is a firm “No” to 
an idol subject to manipulation and control, a god that we can see and touch and test. 

Among Scripture-taught people of God, “our father Abraham” is the dictionary in 
which we look up the meaning and get the feel for what is involved in the life of faith.  
What we get, it turns out, is not a definition but a story, a story in which travelling, 
journeying, walking, running, coming and going on the roads and paths under the 
commands and promises of God, life on the way, permeates the narrative.4 

b) Abraham’s story is a journey 
i) Starts with verbs (Genesis 12:1-9) 

(1) Go, went, departed, set forth to go, had come, passed through, moved on, 
journeyed on 

ii) Ends with verbs (Genesis 22) 
(1) Go to Mt Moriah, set out and went, the boy and I will go, the two of them 

walked together, arose and went together 
c) Can’t reduce faith to an explanation 

The fatal thing is to reduce faith to an explanation.  It is not an explanation, it is a 
passion.  To tell the story of Abraham is to enter a narrative that throws self-help, self-
certification, self-discipline—all our paltry self-hyphenations—into a junkyard of rusted-
out definitions.5 

Faith designates a way of life that takes in an intimate web of visible and invisible, 
silence and speech, light and darkness, chaos and cosmos, knowledge and mystery, 
God and us.  It is far too complex to explicitly define or explain.  It cannot be predicted or 
programmed; it can only be realized by participation, by setting out and continuing on a 
journey, a way, the way of Abraham, the way of faith. 

Faith cannot be learned by copying, not by imitating, not by mastering “faith-skills.”  
We are all originals when we live by faith.6 

 
6) Next Week…
